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Preface

Due to the increased public awareness on the importance of utilizing statistics in policy
making and with the wide spread of personal computers, user demands to digital data files
has increased. To meet such demands. Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics has invested
in developing policies and procedures that will govern the preparation and dissemination of
digital data files based on census 1997 to provide users with all possible information and
documentation, and to preserve data confidentiality.

Censuses of Population. Housing, or Establishments are crucial undertakings in the lite of
any official statistical svstem. The United Nations recommends the implementation of
Population censuses everv 5 or 10 years to obtain a comprehensive set of data about
population size. composition and characteristics. Such data are essential for economic and
social development.

The informative situation in the Palestinian Territory that was inherited trom the era or the
Israeli occupation was characterized by the lack of comprehensive. reliable and up-to-date
scientific data about all aspects of the Palestimian society especiallv the economic. scaial.
cultural and service sectors The PLO has recognized that the available ¢ap in the neaded
statistics for planning will onlv be filled through the implementation ot a population and
housing census.  The census will be a proper vehicle for providing various ministries and
mstitutions with cruciallv needed data for effective planning and for the integraticn of
demographic indicators into the overall development planning process.

Our efforts in planning for carrying out the census, which have started in the fall of 1993,
have culminated in the issuance of a presidential decree (June 3. 1997) on conducting the
Population, Housing. and Establishment Census at the end of 1997 in the Palestinian
Territory. The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics was entrusted through that decree to
lead the implementation ot this strategic exercise.

The census covered all ot the Palestinian Territory except those parts of Jerusalem. which
were annexed by Israel in 1967. The Israeli authorities have conducted an extensive
campaign against our teams in Jerusalem, including the arrest of scores of fieldworkers,
declaring those areas as closed military areas, and passing a law outlawing census activities
in Jerusalem, thus preventing the Palestinian side from exercising its legitimate rights in
Jerusalem, and the right to collect statistical information about the Palestinians of Jerusalem.

PCBS expresses its gratitude to Mahmomd Jaradat, Sufian Abu Harb. Inayva Zidan. Hassan
Abu-Hassan and Firas Abu-Aisheh for their efforts in the preparation of the Public Use File.

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Important Remarks

Jerusalem governorate includes all localities and areas that were defined for the purpose
of the 1996 Palestinian election. The administrative boundaries were based on the
election boundaries in coordination with the Ministry of Local Government and
Jerusalem governor. For statistical purposes. Jerusalem governorate was divided into two
main areas: J1 and J2.

J1 area: Includes those parts of Jerusalem. which were annexed by [srael in 1967.

J2 area: Includes the other parts of Jerusalem. governorate.

These classifications were only used for statistical purposes

The sample data ftile is drawn from the final results of the Population, Housing and
Establishment Census-1997. It does not include those parts of Jerusalem. which were
annexed by Israel in 1967 and it does not include estimates ot Post Enumeration Study.

The administrative classifications of the Ministry of Local Government were used in the
1997 census. These classifications divided the Palestinian Territory into 14 governorates
in addition to 2 districts.

The governorates are Jenin. Tulkarm. Qlaqiliya. Nablus. Ramallah and Al-Bireh. Jericho.
Jerusalem. Bethlehem. Hebron. North Gaza. Gaza. Deir Al-Balah. Khan Yunis. and
Ratah.

The two districts are Tubas and Salfit.

Occupation and economic activity were coded based on the manuals developed by the
PCBS in accordance with international standards. except for the relation between the
occupation and the educational attainment (level) (the highest successfully completed
academic qualification) for the second and third groups. It was agreed to make the
educational attainment (level) of the professionals “diploma and higher”. As for assistant
professionals, it was allowed to make their educational level “elementary and higher™.
This is due to the fact that such cases are prevailing in the Palestinian Territory.

The occupation category “Legislators and senior administrators and managers” includes
those currently or previously employed as legislators, senior governmental administrators
and managers, traditional officials, mayors and senior administrators and managers in the
political parties and organizations, workers unions. and humanitarian organizations. This

“category includes also chairmen of joint administration or consolidated institutions

including general managers, production managers or directors of operations departments,
irrespective of whether they are owners or employed in such institutions.

Administrative Boundaries of Localities:

The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics spent great efforts to obtain detailed maps of
localities in the Palestinian Territory prior to the commence of fieldwork activities for
the Population, Housing, and Establishment Census — 1997. PCBS obtained these maps
from different sources, most importantly from the Ministry of Local Government,
municipalities, village councils, and engineering offices.



to define the outside boundaries of all localities in the Palestinian Territory in accordance with
the maps that were available at that time. However. the working team that was in charge could
not maintain the boundaries of some of the overlapped camps with the central governorates in
the Gaza Strip because of the contradiction between the different sources of maps.

Despite the fact that PCBS had coordinated with and contacted all governmental parties
involved. PCBS was not able to obtain detailed. unified. and approved maps. There was no
correspondence in the administrative boundaries between maps for the same locality except
Ash Shati’ camp. where an official map was obtained from the municipality of Gaza. This
map showed that several Enumeration Areas were considered part of Ash Shati’ camp and
these Enumeration Areas were officially considered part of Gaza City according to the map.

Due to these facts. statistics about all localities including Ash8hati’ camp were disseminated
according to the actual enumeration which was conducted during the census fieldwork
activities.

Taking into consideration the ratified official map that was obtained from the municipality of
Gaza. there is an addition in the data related to Ash Shati" camp of about 32.1% on the
account of the population data related to the Gaza city. This shall result in an addition of 9%
to the total population in the camps in the Gaza governorates: and an addition of 3.2% to the
total population in the camps in the Gaza Strip: and an addition of 1.2% to the population in
the camps in the Palestinian Territory on the account of the urban areas.
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Chapter One
Background

The Population, Housing and Establishment Census -1997 is the largest statistical project ever
conducted in the Palestinian Territory. The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics (PCBS)
started preparing for implementing this pivotal project in the eve of 1993. and it was actually
carried out throughout the period starting from the early beginnings of September 1997 until
the ever of that year. This chapter provides a brief overview of the Census importance,
objectives. Census organizational structure. coverage. reterence date. stages. data quality
control mechanisms.

1. Census Definition:

Population Census

The process of collection. classification. processing. analysis. assessment. dissemination of
statistical data on the number of population and their distribution by basic demographic and
socio-economic characteristics in a specific reference period within the boundaries of a
specific geographic area.

A population Census is based on the following:

1. De-facto enumeration: based on the enumeration of individuals according to their
existence in the area of enumeration at Census reference date. regardless of their
usual place of residence.

De-jure enumeration: the enumeration of individuals according to their usual place
of residence. regardless of their existence at the Census reference date.

For this Census. we adopted the de-facto approach with some exceptions.

2. Objectives of the Census:

The main objectives of the Census are as follows:

1. Provide a basic set of updated and reliable data on the population, housing, economic
establishments, and agricultural holdings with emphasis on identifying the size,
distribution, and the basic socio - economic and demographic characteristics of the
households and individuals. This involves providing data on buildings characteristics and
housing conditions along with the basic means available to the household and the
agricultural  holdings. in addition to a basic set on buildings and economic
establishments. '

Develop special standards, definitions and manuals for the statistical activities in the

Palestinian Territory.

Enhance and support the national building capacities and the PCBS ability to conduct

periodic Censuses and surveys. This involves timely and cost effective planning, data

collection, data processing, data dissemination, and the use of related characteristics

(population, building. housing units, and establishments characteristics). Quality and

meeting various needs should be highly emphasized.

4. Create a comprehensive database to function as a basic reference for the basic
information systems including the compilation and updating of central records and
registers including the population register, the buildings and housing units register,
the detailed addresses register, the establishments register and the agricultural
holdings register. '

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3. Enumeration Technique:

The enumeration technique was based on direct interviewing of respondents in completing the
questionnaires designated for collecting statistical data on the individuals. households,
buildings. housing units and establishments. All of these categories underwent comprehensive
enumeration. i.e. the operations were not based on any sampling. In addition. the instructions
given to the fieldwork teams stressed the importance of returning more than once to absent
households to ensure completing data from eligible persons. Field work officials used to play
active roles in addressing non- response cases by providing the household with the necessary
explanations to alleviate their fears or through public and official related ceremonies.

A post — enumeration study was conducted on 4% of the¢ enumeration areas to check and
examine under coverage of households and individuals. This study was conducted during the
first halt of January 1998.

4. Census Coverage:

As mentioned betore. the De-facto enumeration was adopted in the Census. with some
exceptions. Thus. the categories that underwent enumeration are as tfollows:

A. The Categories that underwent complete data collection are:

I. All persons present in the Palestinian Territory on the reference date. irrespective of

nationality. purpose of stay and place ot residence in the Palestinian Territory.

2. All Palestinians temporarily living abroad (for less than one vear prior to the night of
the reference date) and who have a usual place of residence in the Palestinian
Territory. Those persons are enumerated as part of their households.

All Palestinians studving abroad irrespective of the study period and the period of
stay abroad along with all Palestinian detainees in the Israeli jails regardless of the
detention period.

B. Palestinians abroad:

This category includes Palestinians who have lived abroad for more than one year but who,
nevertheless, have a usual place of residence in the Palestinian Territory and have identity
cards (except for students and detainees enumerated in the previous category) irrespective
of the purpose of their stay abroad. This report does not include any data about this
category.

5. Reference date:

The reference date refers to the moment in which the Census data are based. Normally, it
refers to the midnight of the day preceeding the reference period. Thus, the findings of the
Census relate to that night. The midnight of December 9-10"™ 1997 was adopted as the
reference date of the Census.

However, this does not mean that all data relate to the reference date of the Census, taking
into account that the reference period for some characteristics refers to periods prior to the
reference date of the Census operations. This applies to economic characteristics, births and
deaths data. In general, most of the other data relate to the reference date including age,
marital status, place of residence, educational attainment level, ...etc.

6. Enumeration period:

As for the enumeration period, it refers to the span of time in between the commencement of
fieldwork and the completion of all questionnaires. The period between December 10™ 1997
and December 24™ was adopted as the enumeration period of the census.

7. Census Stages:
The Census was conducted in three basic stages:
7.1 Census Preparatory Stage:

The initial preparatory activities of the 1997 census were launched at the end of 1993 by the
preparation of the project document. census budget. and then the recruitment of census core
staff who first thoroughly reviewed the international experiences and UN recommendations in
relation to Population and Housing Censuses.

Afterwards. the census core team initiated the process of coordinating with governmental and
non-governmental insinuations to identify their needs ot the census data. The coordination
resulted in national consensus about the priorities in relation to the necessary variables and
indicators that were crucial to the Palestinian development process. Also. special coordination
and consultation with the United Nations Population fund (NFPA) were conducted from the
beginning of this stage to ensure the support of this organization to the census various
activities.

This stage witnessed the implementation of a pre-test that covered 15 Enumeration Areas in
March 1996. and a pilot census that covered 36 Enumeration Areas. which was conducted in
December 1996. These two census’ tests led to positive amendments to census plans and
procedures.

At this stage, an administrative classification manual was prepared along with complete
updated maps for all Palestinian localities. Each locality was divided into small Enumeration
Areas each with an average size of 150 housing unit.

Presidential decrees on the implementation of the census and the formation of the census
different committees were issued on June 6" 1997.

Then, census questionnaires and manuals were finalized and printed; sources of fieldworkers
were determined; preparation of archive and storage room was set; and finally the distribution
of census required materials to census field offices. This stage was accomplished by
September 4™,1997. '

7.2. Implementation stage (field work stage):

This stage started on September 6™ 1997 and lasted until January 15" 1998. It commenced
with the selection and training of field workers including Census governorate directors,
supervisors, crew leaders and enumerators. The main activities of this stage tackled the
delineation of enumeration areas in the period between October 1% 1997 and October 14®
1997; the marking and listing of buildings, housing units and establishments in the period
between October 30" 1997 and November 23™ 1997; the Eopulation count (enumeration) in
“the period between December 10" 1997 and December 24™ 1997; the implementation of the
post enumeration study in the period between January 6™ 1998 and January 15™ 1997; the
derivation of the preliminary findings in the period between December 31¥ 1997 and January
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4" 1998: and the delivery and reception of questionnaires and records as well as storing them
in the main ottice in the period between December 29™ 1997 and January 4" 1998.

7.3. Data processing and preparation repots stage:

This stage started on January 3™ 1998. The main activities of this stage tackled the editing,
coding. verification. data entry. and verification of computerized data for all questionnaires.
Other pertinent activities included the application of data quality control techniques after the
derivation of electronic lists for exceptional and inconsistent cases. In addition. this stage
involved the preparation ot the different statistical reports at all geographic levels.

8. Data quality and control mechanism:

The purpose of this mechanism was to obtain reliable set of data through the adoption of
procedures that would prevent possible errors. avoid the causes ot possible inconsistencies.
and then the identification &nd correction of these errors or inconsistencies.

The data quality and control mechanism was adopted in all of census stages.

8.1 Data quality and control mechanism in the preparatory stage:

This stage involved the formulation of census definitions and instructions in a way that would
best suit the questionnaires and permit a reliable and consistent completion of census
questionnaires.

An administrative classification manual was prepared for all Palestinian localities. Detailed
maps were prepared for each locality and each Enumeration Area in the locality. in addition to
proper distribution of fieldworkers to ensure full coverage of all buildings. housing units.
households. and establishments.

Special forms were designed to allow for close follow up on daily production. coverage. and
data quality.

Enough attention was paid to the listing of special groups like Bedouins. people passing
through passages. and persons living in institutional households.

A mechanism was developed for checking coverage through the implementation of a Post
Enumeration Study.

In addition, a special mechanism was adopted in storing census questionnaires to ensure safe
storage and fast retrieval of questionnaires during the census data processing stage.

8.2 Data quality and control mechanisms in the implementation stage:

Special attention was given to the selection of census fieldworkers and unemployed
intermediate college or university graduates were recruited. Each fieldworker was assigned to
an Enumeration Area located in his or her locality since it’s easier to identify all buildings,
establishments, and households, as well as to avoid possible’ disruption in census activities in
case of complete or partial closure of the Palestinian Tetritory from Israeli Authorities.

Training programs and plans were carefully designed in advance. The first stage was to train
census directors, who then trained census supervisors, and who then trained census crew
leaders.and enumerators. Identical videotapes were used in every training stage to ensure
presenting census definitions and instructions to all trainees in a unified way.

After each training stage. a unified evaluation examination was conducted and the best
fieldworkers were selected. '

In the fieldwork activity. every supervisor was responsible for 5 crew leaders and every crew
leader was responsible for 5 enumerators.

As for the enumeration technique. the direct interviewing technique was solely adopted in the
enumeration process. where the interviews were conducted with the head of household or
another eligible adult.

The completion of basic and identification data. ¢.g. name. birth date. identty card number
was based on official identification documents. A “reminder =~ questionnaire was distributed
to all households before the actual enumeration started. The purpose of such practice was to
remind the households and individuals that the actual enumeration would be conducted on a
cerfain date and to make sure that the most basic information needed would be available on
sthat date.

Clear and definite instructions were issued to the different levels of field workers to ensure
field and office revision of their work and the work of their immediate staff. These
instructions focused on revision techniques and error correction mechanisms. These
instructions also required the supervisors to personally complete a sample not less than 5% ot
the questionnaires completed by the crew leaders or enumerators: check the coverage and data
quality especially in the early days of work besides the daily otfice and field revisions. The
crew leader re-completed 10% of the household data previously completed by the
enumerators. In addition. the crew leader ensured household coverage and data consistency
besides directing the enumerator’s attention to the errors some of them made.

Two central operation rooms operated continuously 24 hours a day in PCBS™ main offices in
Ramallah &Gaza. respectively. These operation rooms comprised technical statt.
administrators. and support staff to respond to the inquiries of the public and meet the urgent
needs of the Census staff, e.¢. supplies and issuing any general instructions in writing.

A post — enumeration study was conducted on 4% of the enumeration areas to check the
coverage rate of individuals and households. A complete re — enumeration was carried out of
all households and individuals in the sample enumeration areas.

8.3 Data quality control mechanism in the data processing stage:

The Census data processing stage included the office editing, office coding, data entry, and
computer editing activities.

A special office and computer editing manual was prepared in advance, which included all
possible checks and controls that could be applied on the census data. _

All census data processing employees were selected from the best fieldworkers. The data
processing stage was conducted centrally, and special training sessions were conducted prior
to any of the data processing activities.

Office editing and verification of editing were implemented 100% on all of the census
questionnaires.

Office coding and verification of coding were implemented 100% on all of the census
questionnaires as well.

At the beginning of census data entry stage, verification was implemented 100% to identify
weaknesses among data keyers. At later stages, only a 10% verification on data entry was
applied. ,

The best editors and coders were selected for the computer editing stage.






Chapter Two

Basic Definitions and Concepts

1. Geographical, Administrative and Statistical Divisions:

According to current administrative divisions. the Palestinian Territory was divided into two
geographic regions: The West Bank and Gaza Strip. The West Bank was divided into 9
Governorates and two Districts (Jenin. Tulkarm. Qalgiliya. Nablus. Ramallah & Al-Bireh,
Jerusalem. Jericho. Bethlehem. Hebron. and Tubas. Salfit Districts) while Gaza Strip was
divided into 5 Governorates (North Gaza. Gaza. Deir Al-Balah, Khan Yunis. Rafah).

Locality:

A permanently inhabited place. which has an independent municipal administration or a
permanently inhabited. separated place not included within the formal boundaries of another
locality

Locality Type:
Localities have been divided into three tvpes: Urban, Rural, Camps

Urban: Any locality whose population amounts to 10,000 persons or more. This applies to all
governorates/districts centers regardless of their size. Besides. it refers to all localities whose
populations vary from 4.000 to 9.999 persons provided they have. at least. four of the
following elements: public electricity network. public water network. post office. health
center with a full — time physician and a school offering a general secondary education
certificate.

Rural: Any locality whose population is less than 4,000 persons or whose population varies
from 4.000 to 9.999 persons but lacking four of the aforementioned elements.

Camp: It refers to any locality referred to as a refugee camp and administered by the United
Nations Refugees and Work Agency in the Near East (U.N.R.W.A.).

Enumeration Area:
A group of housing units (about 150 housing unit) with clear boundaries on the ground, it
may constitute one locality or part of a locality.

2. General definitions:

Building:

For the purposes of the Population, Housing and Establishment Census 1997, the building is
defined as any fixed construction that is temporarily or permanently erected on the surface of
the earth or water. The building is surrounded by four walls or with at least one completed
ceiling at the time of the visit, regardless of the construction material and the purpose of
construction and utilization at the time of the Census. The building might be utilized for
habitation, for work, for both, vacant, closed or under construction at the time of the Census.

Housing Unit:

A building or part of a building constructed for one household only, with one or more
independent entrance leading to the public road without passing through another housing unit.
The unit might not be constructed for living purposes but found occupied with a household
during the enumeration. Likewise, the unit might be utilized for habitation or for work
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purposes or both purposes. Also. it might be closed. vacant or occupied by one or more
households during the Census.

Room:

The housing unit or part of the housing unit surrounded with walls and has a ceiling, provided
that its area is not less than 4m’. If the area of the glassy balcony equals or surpasses more
than 4m” and is used for living purposes. it is considered a room. Likewise, the salon or living
room is considered a room. The kitchen. bathroom. paths and toilet are not considered rooms.
Areas allocated for animals and poultry along with those used for work purposes. only. are
not considered rooms.

Collective households (institutional households):

It refers to the place constrycted for the residence of a group of individuals. who live therein
and benefit from the services it provides. The collective household. may be comprised one
building or more or one housing unit or more. Examples of collective households include
hotels. hostels. elderly and orphans homes. psyvcho-therapy clinics and hospitals. collective
households for university students. collective living quarters (camps) at the passages. and
housing units of priests and nuns in the monasteries and churches (who do not have other
households).

Household:

For the purposes of the Population. Housing and Establishment Census -1997. the household
was defined as one person or a group of persons with or without a tamily relationship. who
live in the same housing unit or part of the housing unit. share meals and make joint provision
of tood and other essentials ot living.

In the Census, the household includes:

A. Household members found in the housing unit in the midnight of the reference date |
(the night of December 9 — 10" 1997).

B. Visitors living outside the Palestinian Territory but who spent that night in the housing
unit of the household (relatives and non- relatives) as well as visitors from the
Palestinian Territory who, as a whole family, spent all of the enumeration period.

C. Servants and other workers living usually within the household and spent the night of
the reference date with the household.

D. New births born prior to the night of the reference date and still alive, irrespective of
whether they were within the household or in the hospital.

E. Household members who spent the night of the reference date with the household and
died after that night.

F. Household members who usually live in the housing unit but were not available in the
midnight of the reference date. This category includes:

. Household members who spent the night of the reference date with another
household inside the Palestinian Territory.

e Household members working at night in factories, hospitals, airports, ...etc.
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e Individuals who spent the night ot the reterence date travelling in the public ways
inside the Palestinian Territory.

e Fishers who spent the night of the reference date fishing in the regional waters.

e Members of internal security forces. presidential security forces. and civil defense
forces irrespective of where they spent the night of the reference date.

e Palestinian households’ members living usually within the household but who were
abroad (for touristic. medical or other purposes) during the night of the reference date.
provided their stay does not exceed one year.

e Palestinian households™ members living usually within the household but were absent
during the night of the reference date due to urgent causes including hospital. prisons,
..etC.

e Palestinian households” members living usually within the households but were
absent during the night of the reference date due to their stay in a hotel in the
Palestinian Territory.

¢ Students studying abroad regardless of the length of their stay.

e Household members detained in prisons irrespective of their sentence.

The following categories are excluded from lists of households' members:

e Persons who died before the night of the reterence date.
e Persons who were born after the night of the reference date.

 Persons present during the enumeration in elderly homes. orphans homes. psycho-
therapy clinics and hospitals. collective households for university students. and other
collective households in the Palestinian Territory. Those persons are enumerated in
these housing units.

e Students studying in Palestinian universities. institutes and other educational
institutions who have places of residence other than the housing units of their
households. Those persons are enumerated in these housing units.

Special cases:

e Bedouins are enumerated in the place of their stay in the night of the reference date.

e Palestinians living abroad for more than one year who have Palestinian identification
documents and usually live within the household when they return are classified
under “Palestinians living abroad ™ and are not included in the list of household
members. As for persons visiting the Palestinian Territory and having Palestinian
identification documents, they are not classified under “Palestinians living abroad ” if
they were enumerated with households they are staying with.

Type of households that underwent enumeration are divided into:

Private Households: The households included in the aforementioned definition of the
household.

Collective / Institutional Households: It refers to the households enumerated in the
previously mentioned collective households.

Palestinian Household:

It refers to the private household whose head holds the Palestinian nationality. As for non —
Palestinian household, it refers to the household whose head holds non - Palestinian
nationality irrespective of the nationality of other household members.

Types of Private households:

Private households are divided by composition into the tollowing types:

A one—person- household

[t reters to the household comprised of one individual.

. Nuclear household

[t refers to the living household comprised of a couple only; a couple and a son or a
daughter or more: a male head of a household with a son or a daughter or more: a
female head of a household with a son or a daughter or more. It is worthyv to note that
no other relatives or non — relatives live with this household.

. Extended household

[t refers to the household comprised of one or more nuclear households with one or
more relatives vet no other non — relatives live with this household. It might be
comprised of two or more related but not married persons. To be brief. it must be
comprised ot a head ot a household and a minimum ot one relative member (other than a
spouse or a child). However. it does not include any non — relative members.

. Composite household

It refers to the houschold comprised of one or more nuclear households with one or
more relatives related to the head of the househeld and a minimum of one non- relative
member. [t might be comprised of two or more unrelated and not married persons. To be
brief. it must be comprised of a head of a household and a minimum of one non- relative
member irrespective of the other household members.

Average household size:

It refers to the average number of private household members calculated through dividing
the total number of members for a certain categorv by the number of households for that
particular category.

3. Basic definitions of the individuals and households characteristics:
Head of the household:

It refers to the person who usually lives within the household and is considered as the head of
the household by its other members. Often, he \ she is the main decision-maker and
responsible for financial support and’economic welfare of the household.

Relationship to the head of the household:

It refers to the type of relationship to the head of the household and is normally classified as
follows:

Head of the household. Spouse. Son/ daughter. Father / Mother. Brother / Sister, Grandtather/
Grandmother. Grand—child. Son/ Daughter in law, Other relatives. Others.

Sex:

[t is divided into Male and Female.

Date of Birth:

[t reters to the date in which the person was born. It is normally comprised of three cells: day.
month and year according to the official identification documents such as the birth certificate.
passport. ...etc.

Age in completed years:

Age is defined as the temporal span extending from the birth date until the reference date of
the Census. expressed by vears without any attention to the days and months (completed
vears).

Original nationality:

[t refers to the political identity of the individuals. As for Palestinians with other nationalities.
they are considered Palestinian nationals,

Religion:

[t refers to the spiritual beliet of the person. which is divided into Muslim, Christian.
Other.

i
i

Mother’s usual place of residence (place of birth):
[t refers to the usual place of residence of the mother when the person was born.

Usual place of residence:

It refers to the name of the locality in which the person spends most of his time during the
vear (lived there six months and above), irrespective of whether it is the person’s same place
of existence during the Census, or the place in which he works and performs related activities
or the place in which his original household is based or not.

Duration of residence:

It refers to the duration the person’s stay in the current place of residence in which the person
lived until the date of the Census, in completed years without any attention to the months or
days.

Previous usual place of residence:

It refers to the place (if existing) where the gerson stayed for a minimum of six months before
he moved to the current usual place ofTesidence.

Reasons of changing previous place of residence:

It refers to the reasons that caused the person to change the previous usual place of residence
and move to the current usual place of residence. The reasons are classified as follows:

[19]
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. Work: This reason means that the reason that caused the person to move to the current

place of residence was either to seek work or a change in the place of work.

. Study: This reason means that the reason that caused the person to move to the current

place of residence was to continue his \ her studies.

. Marriage: This reason means that marriage was the reason that caused the person to move

to the current place of residence.

. Companionship (accompany): This reason means that the reason that caused the person to

move to the current usual place of residence is accompanying one of the household
members or moving to live with the household or a household member. This applies to the
spouse and children of the head of the household who accompany him = her or move to live
with him \ her for any reasons (other than obligatory migration).

. Compulsory Migration: This applies t0 «cases in which the person was obliged to leave

histher previous place ot residence and move to the current usual place of residence due to
compulsory migration during war. irrespective ot age. This applies to deportees and their
tamilies as well as detainees in the Israeli prisons

. Other: This category refers to any causes other than any of the aforementioned. e.g.

moving to a new housing unit in another locality or returning to the country.

Refugee status:

T

his status relates to the Palestinians who were forced to leave their land in the Palestinian

Territory occupied by Israel in 1948. It applies to their male sons and grandchildren. Every
Palestinian falls under one of the following categories:

1. Registered Refugees: It applies to registered refugees holding refugee registration
cards issued by UNRWA.

2. Non-Registered Refugees: It applies to unregistered refugees who do not hold refugee
registration cards issued by UNRWA.

3. Non-Refugee: It applies to any Palestinian not categorized under any of the two
aforementioned statuses.

Types of Disability:

The disabled is detined as the person suffering from a clear and evident weakness in
performing certain activities due to continuous difficulties emanating from a physical,
mental or health state that lasted for more than six months. Disabilities resulting from a bone
break or a disease lasting for less than six months are not considered disabilities that are
classified as follows:

1. Seeing (visual): It includes blind and one-eyed persons and any persons suffering from
clear sight weaknesses even after using special devices, provided they do not suffer
from any other disabilities.

2. Hearing (auditory): It includes deaf persons and any persons suffering from clear
auditory problems even after using special auditory devices, provided they do not suffer
from any other disabilities.
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3. Speaking: It refers to any person suftering from clear problems in speech. However,
persons unable to correctly vocalize some sounds are not considered disabled. provided
they do not suffer from any other disabilities.

4. Hearing and speaking: It refers to the person suffering from hearing and speaking
disabilities and does not suffer from any other disabilities.

5. Moving: It refers to the person suffering from evident problems in walking. climbing
stairs. bending. bowing. kneeling. provided he * she does not suffer from any other

disabilities.

6. Grasping: It refers to persons physically unable to use their fingers in their daily life.
provided they do not suffer from any other disabilities.

7. Mental: It refers to mentally disabled persons who do not suffer from any other
disabilities.

8. Mental and moving: It refers to the disabled suffering from mental and moving
disabilities only. provided he \ she does not suffer from any other disabilities.

9. Multiple: It refers to the disabled suffering from many disabilities other than items 4 &
8. [t applies also to persons suffering from complete disabilities.

10. Other: It refers to the disabled not suffering from any ot the aforementioned types.

Causes of Disability:

Th

e cause of disability is the main reason that caused the healthy person to be disabled. It the

person suffers from more than one disability. the cause of the main disability is highlighted.
Causes of disability are classified as follows:

1

. Disease: It applies if the disability originates from a certain disease. such as polio.
Congenital: It applies if the disability emanates from hereditary or inbred causes.

. Birth Related: It applies if the disability emanates from causes related to the birth
delivery.

. War: It applies if the disability results from a war injury in the course of any war with the
“enemy. This applies to the Palestinian Uprising (Intifada).

. Work Injury: It applies if the disability results from a work injury that took place while
performing work.

. Traffic accident: It applies when the disability results from car accidents, including all
types of accidents.

. Other accident: It applies when the disability results from any other type of accidents,
e.g. falling from high places, fire, fire shooting, ...etc. (It should be noted that such a
disability is considered a work injury if it took place during work).

. Others: It applies if the cause of disability is not any of the aforementioned types.
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Education statistics data (for persons aged 5 years and above):
Educational attendance:

Attendance means registering the person in any formal education stage irrespective of
whether it took the form of continuous attendance or distant learning. Formal education
stages include the elementary stage, preparatory stage. (both of which are referred to as the
basic stage). secondary stage. and higher education stage (universities, colleges. vocational
institutes. ...etc.).

Enrollment categories are as follows:

1. Attending: [t applies it the person is currently enrolled in a regular education stage.

2. Attended and left: It applies if the person unsuccesstully lett a regular education stage.
1.e. without obtaining any degree.

3. Attended and graduated: It applies if the person successtully graduated from a regular
education stage and did not enroll in anyv stage atter that.

4. Never attended: It applies if the person is not currently enrolled and was never enrolled
in any regular education stage.

Years of schooling completed:

For persons currently attending. attended and left. or successtully graduated. reference shall
be made to the successtully completed formal educational years (completed vears.) It neither
includes drop out vears. failure years nor on — going educational year. Educational training
courses are not included among the years ot regular study.

Educational Attainment and Specialization (program or major) (for persons aged 10
vears and over):

Educational attainment:

It refers to the highest successfully completed educational attainment level. The educational
level for persons aged 10 vears and above is classified as follows:

Illiterate: It applies to persons unable to read or write in any language and who were never
awarded a certificate from any formal education system

Can read and write: It applies to persons who are able to read and write without completing
any of the educational stages. Such persons are generally able to read and write simple
sentences.

Qualification (The highest successfully completed educational attainment):

It refers to the highest educational attainment level (elementary and higher) the person
successfully, completed. Elementary is the educational level for persons who successfully
completed the sixth elementary grade. Those who successfully completed the ninth grade
shall be classified under the preparatory level. Likewise, persons who successfully
completed the general secondary certificate examination shall be classified under the
secondary level. As for the rest of levels, they are as follows: Associate diploma, bachelor
degree (BA/BS), higher diploma, masters degree (MA/MS), doctorate (Ph.D)
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As ftor the specialization. it refers to the name of the subject the person successtully
completed. Educational attainment and majors were classified according to the majors and
educational levels manual adopted by the PCBS.

Place of study attaining the highest educational attainment:
For persons who completed the elementary stage and above. the place of attaining the highest
educational attainment (level) would be one of the following:

1. Palestine: It applies if the place in which the person completed the elementary stage and
above is in the Palestinian Territory.

. Arab Countries: [t applies if the place is one of the Arab countries.

3. Non — Arab Asian and African Countries: It applies if the place is a non- Arab country
in Asia or Africa (other than the previously called USSR). ’

4. Eastern Europe: It applies if the place is in Eastern Europe or the previously called USSR.

n

. Western Europe: It applies if the place is in Western Europe.
6. Northern America: It applies it the place is the USA or Canada.
7. Latin America: It applies it the place is in Latin or Central America.

8. Other: It applies if the place is Australia or any country not classitied in any ot the above
mentioned.

Relation to Labor Force (for persons aged 10 years and above):
Work:

It refers to the efforts individuals exert in all activities for protit or wage irrespective of
whether it was a monthly salary. weekly wage, per diem. per piece, part of the profit.
commission...etc. Work also includes unpaid activities in a family farm or business if
conducted on a regular basis. Likewise, regular voluntary or charitable activities are classified
under work.

Employed:

It refers to the person engaged in a certain productive activity or work. irrespective of whether
he \ she was an employer, self employed, wage employed, unpaid family member or other.
The employed person is normally classified in one of two categories according to the number
of weekly working hours, i.e. 1 — 14 working hours and 15 working hours and above.

Unemployed:

It refers to all persorms who did not work at all during the reference period, who were not
engaged in a ceftain work (although they are able to work) and were available for work and
actively seeking work during the reference period. Those temporarily absent from work are
considered unemployed although they are expected to resume work or ready to return to work
upon demand. The unemployed persons are normally divided into two categories:
Unemployed ever worked and unemployed never worked.



Activity status:

Employed for 1 — 14 hours

[t refers to the person (aged 10 years and above) who works or worked for | — 14 hours in
the week prior to the night of the reference date.

. Employed for 15 hours and above

[t refers to the person (aged 10 years and above) who works or worked tor 13 hours in the
week prior to the night of the reterence period.

. Unemployed Ever Worked

It refers to the person (aged 10 years and above) who use to work in the past but is
currently unemployved irrespective of the reason.

Unemployed Never Worked

It refers to the person (aged 10 years and above) who has not worked in the past and
throughout his \ her life.

. Student (Full — time student)

[t refers to the person (aged 10 years and above) who is currently continuing his \ her
studies in order to obtain certain qualifications. and was not engaged in any work during
the reterence period. It is worthy to note that homework and hobbies are not classitied as
work.

. Housewife

[t refers to the unemploved woman who can work but does not seek work and is not
enrolled in any formal education program. She is undertaking household work to serve her
household. However. this does not include serving in other houses in return for a wage in
cash or in kind, for such an activity is classified under work.

Unable to Work

It refers to persons unable to engage in any type of work due to chronic diseases or
disabilities. This category includes all persons unable to work due to old age.

. Not Working and Not Looking for Work

This category applies to persons who can work but are unwilling to work and do not seek
work due to having other sources of income, e.g. real estate ...etc.

. Other

This category applies to cases not falling under any of the aforementioned categories.
Examples on such cases include prisoners and persons who can work but are unwilling to
work, do not seek work and do not have other sources of income, e.g. sons and daughters
not enrolled in schools and for whom none of the previously mentioned cases apply.
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Main Occupation:

The main job or type of work performed by the employed person or used to be performed by
the unemployed ever worked person. The occupation refers to the activity in which the
employee works more than half of his/her working hours or the most frequent job during the
last three months prior to the enumeration night.

Economic Activity:

[t refers to the type of the main activity initiated in the establishment in which the emploved
person works or the unemploved person use to work. The main economic activity for
persons emploved outside the context of establishment is determined by the type of work
they pertorm.

Sector:

It refers to the sector to which the establishment where persons work or used to work. it they
are currently unemployed. The sector is categorized as follows:

1. Private national

It refers to cases in which a Palestinian individual or group of individuals possesses a
minimum of 31% of the capital of the establishment, in which persons work or used to
work.

Private foreign

It refers to cases in which a foreign individual or group of individuals possess a minimum
of 31°¢ of the capital of the establishment in which persons work or used to work.

3. National Government

It refers to the institutions belonging to the central government. local authorities, and
public sector companies.

4. Foreign Government
It refers to the institutions belonging to a foreign government.
5. Non-profit organization (Charitable societies)

It refers to the institutions belonging to the charitable societies and any non-profit non —
governmental organizations.

6. UNRWA

It refers to the institutions belonging to the United Nations Relief and Work Agency for
the Palestinian Refugees in the Near East (UNRWA).

7. International organization

It refers to the institutions belonging to the United Nations’ diplomatic missions or any
international or regional organizations other than (UNRWA).
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8. Not in establishment (Outside establishments)

[t applies when the persons do not work for any institution belonging to the
aforementioned sectors.

Employment Status:

[t refers to the employment status of the employed or unemploved ever worked persons. The
employment status is categorized as follows:

1. Employer
A person who works in an establishment that is totally or partially belonging to him \ her
and hires or supervises the work ot one or more waged employees. This includes persons
operating their projects or contracting companies provided they employ a minimum of
one waged employee. Shareholders are not considered employvers even if they are
working in the public : public limited lability companies.

2. (Self-employed)
A person who works in an establishment that is totally or partially belonging to him \ her
and hires no waged emplovees. This includes persons engaged independently in a
profession or trade. '

3. Wage Employvee
A person who works for a public or private emplover and receives remuneration in wage.
salary. commission. tips. piece rates or in kind ...etc. This item includes persons
emploved in governmental. non — governmental and private institutions along with those
employed in a household enterprise in return for a specific remuneration.

4. Unpaid family member
A person who works without pay in an economic enterprise (farm. undertaking ... etc)

operated by a related person in the same family.

5. Other
This item refers to any cases not categorized under any of the aforementioned categories,

e.g. unpaid work in charitable societies, voluntary work and unpaid child labor.
Place of work:

It refers to the working place of the employed person and the last working place of the
unemployed ever worked person. Place of work is classified as follows:

1. At home
It applies if the employee works inside his housing unit. However, it does not apply to
cases in which a grocery with its own door (for instance) is close to the housing unit. In
this case, the place of work is considered in the same governorate/district.

2. In the same governorate
It applies if the employee works in one of the localities belonging to the same

governorate.

3. In other governorate
It applies if the employee works in one of the localities belonging to a different

governorate.
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4. In Israel
It applies if the employee works in the Palestinian Territory occupied by [srael in 1948.

5. In Settlements
[t applies if the employee works in one of the Israeli settlements established in parts of

the Palestinian Territory occupied in 1967.

6. Abroad
It applies if the emplovee works in another country outside the Palestinian Territory.

larriage data (for persons aged 12 years and above):
larital Status:
refers to the marital status of the person aged 12 vears and above in the reference date of the

Census. The marriage laws. customs and traditions applicable in the country govern the
marital status of the individual. The marital status is classified as follows:

1.

Never married
It applies it the person aged 12 vears and above has not been married (according to
customs and traditions applicable in the country).

. Legally married

[t applies if the person-aged 12 vears and above has an ofticial marriage document (issued
by a competent court) but has not been actually married vet according to customs and
waditions applicable in the country.

. Married
[t applies if the person aged 12 years and above is actually and officially married
(according to customs and traditions applicable in the country) irrespective of his ' her past
marital status as well as of whether the couple were together during the reference date or
not.

. Divorced
The person aged 12 vears and above who previously married and legally divorced but was

not married again.

. Widowed
The married person aged 12 years whose marriage was split by the death of the spouse and
was not married again.

Age at first marriage in completed years:

It refers to the age of the person in the date of the actual (from traditional viewpoint) first
marriage for the ever — married persons. One should note that this item refers to the date of
commencement of marriage for those who got married after the date of the enforcement of
the marriage document. Thus, age at first marriage refers to the age of the person in the
actual marriage date.

Duration of marriage in completed years:

It refers to the time span between the date of the actual (from traditional viewpoint) marriage
and the date of the interview for women married once. It refers-as well, to the time span
between the date of the actual (from traditional viewpoint) marriage and the date of marriage
split (by divorce or widowhood) for women married once or more than once.
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Live birth:

It refers to any live birth who shouted, cried or showed any signs of live upon delivery.
irrespective of whether he died after that or not.

Live birth still alive:

[t reters to any live birth up to the date of the reference date. irrespective of whether he lives
with the mother or not.

Ever born alive in 12 months preceding the census:

[t refers to the number of live birth during the last 12 months. It covers the births between
December 10™ 1996 and December 9" 1997. irrespective of whether they are still alive or
not.

4. Basic Definitions of housing units characteristics:

Housing unit type:

Housing unit type may reter to any of the following:

1. Villa: A separately established building that is usually constructed from clean stone. It is

b

constructed for the living of one household and consists ot either a 2 -part tloor or 2

floors or more connected through internal stairs. One of the suites is constructed as a
bedroom whereas the second suite is constructed for reception and involves the kitchen
and other related services. In general. the villa is surrounded by a garden. regardless of
the area of this garden. and a wall surrounding its boarders. A parking area (garage) is
always associated with the villa along with baked red bricks covering its upper surface.
Another building might be found inside the boundaries of the villa. and considered one of
its belongings.

. House: A building usually established for the residence of one household or more: it is

the typical form of residential buildings prevailing in Palestine. The house may be
comprised of one floor or more utilized by a single household. Nevertheless, if the house
is divided into housing units each of which has its own utilities and occupied by a
different household, each housing unit would be classified as an apartment.

. Apartment: It is a part of a building or a house, consisting of one room or more and

including a kitchen, bathroom and a toilet, which are all, closed by an external door. It is
prepared usually for one household and the way to reach its door is from a ladder or
pathway leading to the road.

Independent Room: It is a separate room with no kitchen. bathroom nor toilet but
sharing with other households these basic services and it is prepared for living.

Tent: It is either made of textile, wool, or hair. It is typically used in the Bedouin
localities, but it does not undergo listing if it is not occupied.

Marginal: It is a separate unit, usually comprised of one or more rooms. The main
construction material of the ceiling and the external walls is made of zinc, tinplate ...etc.
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7. Other: It refers to any type of building other than the aforementioned. Examples of this
type include cottages. caves. grottos, and booths occupied by a tenant during the Census.

Average number of persons per room

It refers to the average number of persons living in the room. This average calculated through
dividing the total number of individuals for a certain category by the total number of rooms for
that particular category.

Connection to water network:
This section refers to the tvpes of Housing unit’s connection to water resources:

1. Public Network: This category applies to Housing units connected to public water
networks belonging to the water company. municipalities, or municipal councils.

2. Private System: This category applies to Housing units connected to a private water’
resource providing the household with water. Usually. this tyvpe is owned by a group of
persons.

3. No piped Water: This category applies to Housing units not connected to public water
networks nor to private system.

N.B: No piped water does not mean water is unavailable in the Housing unit. But rather water
is not provided through a public network nor a private system. Springs and household wells
are the major water sources tor this type of household.

Connection to electricity network:
This section reters to the tvpes of Housing unit’s connection to eleciricity network:

1. Public Network: This category applies to Housing units connected to public electricity
networks belonging to the electricity company. municipalities. or municipal councils.

2. Private Generator: This category applies when electricity is provided to the Housing
unit through a private generator usually owned by the head of household or a group of
persons.

3. No Electricity: This category applies to Housing units having no access to public
network or private generator.

Connection to sewage system:
This section refers to the types of Housing unit connectivity to sewage network:

1. Public Sewage System: This category applies to Housing units connected to public
sewage system belonging to the municipalities, municipal councils, or a special entity.

2. Cesspit: This category applies when there is a cesspit.

3. No Sewage System: This category applies to cases other than the aforementioned.

Availability of a kitchen:

The kitchen is normally defined as a four — wall — room with a ceiling typically used for
preparing food. Kitchens are classified as follows:
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1. Kitchen with Piped Water: This category applies to cases involving a water tap in the
kitchen.

2. Kitchen without Piped Water: This category applies to cases not involving a water tap
in the kitchen.

3. No Kitchen: This category applies when there is no separate kitchen in the Housing
unit.

Availability of a Bathroom:

The bathroom is defined as the room used for taking a shower or a bath. It has a door that
could be closed during the shower. A bathroom is classified as follows:

1. Bathroom with Piped Water: This category applies when there is a bathroom
connected to water resources or when there is a water tap in the bathroom.

(V]

. Bathroom without Piped Water: This category applies when there is a bathroom that
is not connected to water resources.

3. No Bathroom: This category applies when there is no separate bathroom in the Housing
unit.

Availability of a Toilet (WC):

A toilet (WC) may be classitied as tollows:

1. Toilet with Piped Water: This category applies when there is a toilet connected to
water resources or when there is a water tap in the toilet.

. Toilet without Piped Water: This category applies when there is a toilet that is not
connected to water resources.

3. No Toilet: This category applies when there is no separate toilet in the Housing unit.
Tenure of Housing Unit

This section refers to the household tenure of the Housing unit that could be one of the
following categories:

1. Owned: This category applies when the household or one of the household members
usually living therein owns the Housing unit.

2. Rented Unfurnished: If the housing unit is rented without furniture.
3. Rented Furnished: If the housing unit is rented with furniture.
4. Without Payment: If the housing unit is used without any payments.

5. For Work: If the housing unit is offered to the household as a result of working relation
with one member of the family or more.

6. Others: This applies when the tenure does not fit any of the aforementioned categories.
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Availability of Durable Goods:

This section refers to the durable goods owned by the household: Private car, refrigerator.
solar boiler, central heating, home library (availability of a minimum of 10 non —scholastic
books used for developing the cultural, religious aspects of knowledge ...etc.), cooking
stove, washing machine. television. video, computer, phone line (other than mobile phones).

Description of the Sample
for the Public Use File

Sampling Frame: The sampling frame consists of a list of all households that have
been counted during the Population, Housing and Establishment Census 1997. These
households cover all households living, during the census. in the West Bank and Gaza
Strip except those living in those parts ot Jerusalem, which were annexed by Israel in
1967

Sample Design: A svstematic random sample of 20% ot the households is selected,
then all household members of the selected households are chosen.

Sampling Weights: Sampling weights are calculated and added to the data file, they
should be used when calculating estimates trom the data tile.

Each household in the digital data has a unique serial number (Hhnum). This number is
attached to all records that belong to the same household.

4. Identification number for records

Each record in the digital data file is uniquely identitied by a serial number (Recnum).

5. Description of the digital data file

e The digital data file contains data about households and persons.
e Each record in the data file represents one person.

e Household data is repeated with each household member.

e The digital data file contains data about private households only.

e Variables in the digital data file are

extracts from the Household and Living

Conditions Questionnaire of the Population. Housing, and Establishment Census-
1997. However, values for most variables in the digital data file were grouped for data

confidentiality purposes.

e Two variables in the digital data file were calculated using variables in the Household

and Living Conditions Questionnaire:
